surprise. Sit motionless, a little afraid but intrigued.)   

MIKO: What is going on?...  

KIP: Where did they come from?  

MIKO: What is happening; something is really weird here..  

KIP: Are we asleep, are we dreaming?  

RAINBOW FAIRY: You aren’t necessarily dreaming. Just 

opening your eyes to possibilities. There’s a place within us 

where things begin. You say you’re bored, well that’s a start, 

sometimes it’s just the thing to create a spark, (she hands her 

wand to Miko) Please hold my wand, move it around as you 

wish.

PIRATE PETE: (Gives a side eye to Birdella)   

BIRDELLA FAIRY: You wished you had a REAL parrot; today I am 

the closest thing to it. (flutters some feathers around)  

PIRATE PETE: Aye, (clears his throat) back to the treasure, (ruffles 

the map and looks at it) First stop on our way is. (Quickly interrupted by 

Fashionista.)  
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FASHIONISTA: (steps forward carrying some shiny fabric) Style. It 

begins with Costumes; the flair on stage, something fresh, dynamic, 

never seen before. Here is some fabric to coalesce the vapors with.  

MIKO: The vapors?  

FASHIONISTA: The vapors are the thoughts in the air that you 

gather and create with.  

MIKO: Oh, like inspiration invitations   

FASHIONISTA: Exactly… feel the fabric, how do you envision a 

design, what might it become?  

KIP: (takes it and puts it on his shoulders) It could be a super hero 

cape,   

MIKO: (snatches it off his shoulders and wraps it around her like a 

dress,) A party dress  

KIP: hmmm …. (takes it back and wraps it around his shoulders)   

   A royal King parading in his court.  

FASHIONISTA: It could be anything you imagine (claps her hands)

(Faires exit after each presentation of a costume and retrieve another until 
the song is finished.)  

MIKO: All very fine and well but who will wear them?  

FASHIONISTA: Could be ANY actor you imagine.  

KIP: Characters… we need more characters   

MIKO: Yeah, and what is the plot, should it be an adventure? A 

triumphant Sports story, fairytale or a Western?  

COWBOY LUKE: (Saunters in with a John Wayne swagger, then tips his 

hat to everyone with an extra tip to Fashionista who blushes, maybe has a 

fan she hides her face with and a curtsy.)  

Howdy Partners, I was riding the range when I heard down through 

the canyon there’s a couple of hombres who are corralling for some 

characters? I’ve wrangled many a part throughout film and TV 

history; I would like to be in your show.   

PIRATE PETE: (Pirate puts his arm around Duke.)  You have here a 

Bonafide true blue character. A character of stage and screen and 

the saga of 60’s western tv.   
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KIP: But can you rope, can you howl at coyotes and eat beans 

from a can, can you sing under the stars,?  

COWBOY LUKE: (Howls like a coyote) Can I Sing!  

KIP: Oh Boy here we go.  

  

COWBOY LUKE  

          (Takes CENTER STAGE, moving around the stage acting out the 

song. Everyone steps back, all fairies have left except for BIRDELLA  

BIRDELLA FAIRY: (squawks and flaps wings in applause)  

Let the Cowboy sing!

COWBOY LIFE  

[Intro]

Kip, Miko and 
Birdella wave goodbye to Luke as he exits galloping on a pretend horse)  

PIRATE PETE: Move along cowboy like the restless clouds above. 

(Sung in the tune of the Cheyenne theme song} (Unfurls the map) Let’s 

see who else is on the map?  

KIP: (looking at the map with Pirate Pete) How about a play about 

playing sports, the challenge, the love of the game,?   

MIKO: Yeah, that could be …. let’s open the field  

PIRATE PETE: Of dreams  

(The Sports Guys enter from the Portal arch appear in a cloud of fog. Each 

player holding their sports ball or club; (Basketball Player) (Golfer), 

(Football or Soccer Player) (Baseball Player-female) Sports stars can be 
changed to each locale, state, or country)  

GOLFER: (pretends to putt) Yes, there are all kinds of sports in plays, 

chili dip that in your mind.  

FOOTBALL/SOCCER PLAYER: Fumblerooski!  

BASKETBALL PLAYER: The Rise of Darius Acuff. (pretends to shoot a 

basketball)  

FOOTBALL/SOCCER PLAYER: The Dominium of Darren McFadden  

(does a little sidestep dance as if dodging a player.)   

FEMALE BASEBALL PLAYER: No Doubter Bri Ellis (Swings an 

imaginary bat sound effect bat hit, crowd cheer) AND … It’s out of here!  

  

(All sports players sing as a barbershop quartet)  
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GAME OF LIFE

So let’s go out to the ballgame  

Let’s learn how to play  

A sport of your choosing

KIP: Yeah, I can get into that. (Pantomimes playing one of the 

sports,)  

MIKO: Good idea, but what else is on the map? I want to explore 

more of this Imagination thing.  

PIRATE PETE: (looking at the map,)  

Hmm … the artists, actors, writers’ dancers, and of course dreamers, 

that may be more appealing for you?   

MIKO: That just might be what we are looking for.   

Pete the Pirate: (Motions off stage) Ahoy there Artists from across the 

blue, you have brought some more treasures I see.

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(Artists enter the wings, each carrying something. The Artist holds a   

Paint brush, The Writer a pen preferably one with a long feather 
resembling a quill pen, The Actor holds a script. The Dancer just moves.  

ARTIST: (raises a paint brush.) Red and yellow, pink and blue swirling 

together in colors, pretty pictures for you.  

DANCER: A twirl and a whirl, ballet, or modern too. (She/He 

pirouettes and then breaks into a comedic dramatic modern dance pose.)  

WRITER: The pen is mightier than the sword. (Raises the Pen and 

writes in the air)  

ACTOR: To be or not to be, was there ever any question? For I was 

born to tread the boards and love the smell of grease paint and hear 

the roar of the crowd… Roar of the Crowd. (Motions to the audience, as 

a fairy lifts an applause sign. The actor bows.) Thank you, Thank You; I’ll 

be here all week. Oh, look the Moon is calling us. (Pointing to the sky 

just above the audience’s heads, the lights soften into a spotlight on the four 

of them gazing at the sky.)   

ARTIST: It is a beautiful night; I can hear the songs of the dreamers 

gathered in the sky, singing to us ideas just to … catch… in our 

hands.  

  

ACTOR, DANCER, WRITER AND ARTIST SING

(Points up to the sky and lowers her hand bringing the light over the 

audience in a soft light over their heads.}  
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(Everyone in the cast enters the stage one by one as the moon lowers the 

light across the audience’s heads. The cast gazes out into the light, smiling 

in awe.)  

I know that you hear us …What are you saying … these gifts are 

within us; we are the play.  

(Kip and Miko sing and all sing with the beginning strings on the chorus)

PIRATE PETE: (grinning and waving his hat in the air with a flourish)    

Aye, the hat does most of the acting.  

MIKO: What if we did something bold?  

PIRATE PETE: Bold be my middle name, lass.  

MIKO: What if we turned our adventure into a play?  

KIP: A play… about the very story we’re living.  

PIRATE PETE: A play within the play… now that be a twist worthy 

of a clever playwright.  

MIKO: People could watch it and remember something important.  

KIP: That imagination isn’t just for stories.  

MIKO: It’s for life.  
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PIRATE PETE: (thoughtfully looking at the moon): Aye… and every 

fine voyage deserves a telling.
